- Antineoplastic agent, Selective estrogen receptor antagonist,
SERD

- Competitively bind to estrogen receptors on tumors and other
tissue targets — Produce a nuclear complex that decrease
DNA synthesis and inhibit estrogen effects — Cause down-
regulation of estrogen receptors and inhibit tumor growth

- No estrogen-receptor agonist activity
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- Metastatic breast cancer (postmenopausal women)
: 250 mg IM at 1-month intervals
